Before that we were a group of warri ng Semitic tribes whose only ten uous bond of
unity was a national deity — a religious unity. After Solomon, we were never better than
two nations, frequently at war with one another, disappearing at different times, leaving
discemibly differ ent cultures and even religions recorded in even the Biblical records.

Certainly, since the Dispersion we have not been a nation. We have be longed to every
nation of the world. We have mixed our blood with all peoples. Jewish nationalism is a
fabrication woven from the thinnest kind of threads and strengthened only in those eras
of human history in which reaction has been dominant and anti-Semites in full cry."»

«...the concluding words of Thomas Koisky's study, words that are if anything more apt
today than when they were written over twenty years ago:

"As the ACJ had foreseen, the birth of the state created numerous problems —
problems the Zionists had minimized. For example, Israel be came highly, if not
unusually, dependent on support from American Jews. Moreover, the formation of the



state directly contributed to undermining Jewish communities in Arab countries and to
precipitating a protracted conflict between Israel and the Arabs. Indeed, as the Council
had often warned and contrary to Zionist expectations, Israel did not become a truly
normal state. Nor did it become a light to the nations. Ironically, created presumably to
free Jews from anti Semitism and ghetto-like existence as well as to provide them with
abiding peace, Israel became, in effect, a garrison state, a nation re sembling a large
territorial ghetto besieged by hostile neighbors.
